SAYRA ONE-DESIGN CHAMPIONSHIPS
2011 MC SCOW RESULTS

Following are the 2011 results for the MC Class in 12 regattas held in the SAYRA states.   It might be helpful to have the following description copied into the One Design section for the MC’s so that everyone can understand the basis for the calculations.
We have used basically the same formula in the SAYRA Standings as is used by the MC Class nationally for the National Standings.  However, we have included only sailors from SAYRA area clubs in GA, SC and NC.   This makes it a SAYRA completion only so everyone knows how they rank within SAYRA.  It is hoped that this will foster some competition between SAYRA sailors and improve attendance at all SAYRA regattas.

The formula used is as follows;

· Have completed at least 3 regattas.

· A throwout is awarded after 4 regattas and another after 6 regattas.

· Only regattas held in the SAYRA states are included.

· Only sailors from SAYRA states are included.  Out of area sailors are deleted before the calculations.
· You earn points in each regatta based on your finishing position/total entries x 100.

· Total points for the year, less throwout points/number of regattas gives you the final percentile.

· The entries in a major championship (like the Masters) were multiplied by 150%.
Sixty-two different sailors competed in twelve regattas, with nineteen skippers qualifying for the final standings.

 Congratulations to Tommy Harken from CYC/SC for finishing comfortably in first place with a 1-1-5-4-2, the 2nd coming in the prestigious MC Masters Championship.  Second was Stefan Schultz from Lake Lanier with a 2-3-7 and third from Augusta Sailing Club was Justin Annis with a 1-8-3-8.    Fourth was Justin Walling from James Island YC with a 4-1-5-2-2-5.  Bill Rembold was fifth from Charleston YC with a 5-4-1-5-3, with the third coming at the MC Masters.
