GENERAL MEETING, SOUTH ATLANTIC YACHT RACING ASSOCIATION

SATURDAY, JANUARY 29, 2011

HILTON HEAD ISLAND, SOUTH CAROLINA
Commodore Arland Whitesides called the meeting to order at 9:00. She took care of a few “housekeeping details” concerning ordering lunch and the raffle for tickets for a big boat calendar created by Priscilla Parker with the proceeds going to the HHMF.
Commodore Whitesides thanked the vendors, Coral Reef, On Deck and Charleston Yachting.

Hank Goodman is set up for scheduling outside the meeting room.  Sign up your regatta at the table.

Helen Hanley Memorial Fund (HHMF)- Ryan Hamm reported for the Helen Hanley Committee.  He is the 5 year chair.  Bob Bowden is also on the committee along with Brian Swan, US sailing championship, Arland Whitesides, Commodore, Ken Gorni, Treasurer and Carrie Rohde, Training. 
Anyone who is going to US Sailing championship event can apply for funds.  Swan described his use of HH funds for the past year at US Sailing Events.   Devon Rohde was asked to report on how she had used the money as a junior.  She has used HHMF monies to help her fund her participation in 8 Jr. women’s events.  These events are usually 5 days long with the first two days being clinics.  College coaches work with you at these events.  Sarah Chambers reported that her sister and she have gone all over the country to participate in events.  It has helped them grow as sailors.

Last year the fund brought in $10,000and spent about $10,000.  It will also help pay up to  $500 for US Sailing Symposiums and help with the cost of US Sailing Certification Instructor Course .  The funds have limits so check out the guidelines

Juniors – Ryan Hamm/Todd Chambers  15 different events.  125 in optimist fleet.  Laser and Sunfish participation down because kids were participating in regattas elsewhere. Team Race was held this summer.  Encouraged others to add team racing  to their existing regatta.  Beaufort Yacht and Sailing Club hosted the SAYRA youth championship.
SAYRA has had more participation in ladder events for US Sailing.  Also,  the kids joining together to practice at other clubs.  Prime (Optimists), 420, and Laser groups going well.  
The Committee has begun a streamlining registration process for Jr. with a Shutterfly website.  The kids can also upload their own stuff.  If you know of events and activities, let the Jr. Committee know.

Treasurer’s Report- Ken Gorni reported on HHMF. Fortunately, investments have gone up for the year.  HHMF ended 2010 with a balance of $187,137. SAYRA has a net balance of $33,500. 

Last year’s (2010) biggest expense was the annual meeting.  Revamping of this year’s meeting will probably let SAYRA break close to even.

Race Management- JD Rosser reported 2 one day certification workshops last year.  Hobcow is putting together race management trophy to be named for John Bonds. 

BIMBOS—An invitation was issued for the mark boat seminar.
US Council on Sailing- Sarah Ashton explained the relationships of yacht clubs in the hierarchy of US Sailing.  SAYRA is part of 38 regional sailing associations.  Each region is part of 11 areas in the country (SAYRA belongs to area D).  Area D is the only area to pay for your registration for ladder finals.  

Ashton discussed the benefits for SAYRA and asked those in the audience to join both  SAYRA and US Sailing.
Judges-  JC Moore reported there were no request for rules seminar.  2 members move to Sr. Judge status- Edith Collins and Carl Owens.  Steve Szymanki is a now a judge.  Moore has let his membership run out.  He told the audience and he e thanked SAYRA for that privilege of working with them through the year and SAYRA is the best association representing sailors and sailing around the world.  
Sarah Ashton will be chair of the committee for 2011.
Training—Carrie Rohde reported the focus of the training committee is training for Juniors.  There were 13 Jr’s in Laser class at Orange Bowl this past December.  Mike Miller from Charleston is setting up a Laser group along with the group in Richmond Hill, GA. 

It is the committee’s plan to put training opportunities on the website, Shutterfly and Facebook.  This way the kids can know about what is going on.

PHRF-  Randy Drafts reported   A, B, C, D championships were held this past year.
This year the committee is planning to have an offshore championship.  The plan is to use Farr 40’s supplied by OnDeck.  There will be 4 boats that can handle crews of 10.  More planning will take place in the afternoon meeting.
The membership thanked US Sailing Champs thanked Treez Decker for her work with a round of applause.

Upcoming events:  In 2011, SAYRA is responsible for men’s US finals at Lake Norman and semi finals in Charleston for Area D.  SAYRA participants can use HHMF and Area D funds to participate. SAYRA Jr. Championship will be in Atlanta in May.  Gulf Coast Association will be doing the Adams Cup. 

SAYRA is looking for ways to increase participation in these events. If your club wants to host these events, you can work with Martine Zurinkas- US Sailing will provide up to $3000.  US Sailing is looking for SAYRA to host two events in 2015.  This gives a club four years to plan ahead.  It is an honor to host these events.  

Old Business- Commodore Whitesides advised the group that at the Board of Stewards meeting vote will be taken for by-laws changes for HHMF to include an oversight committee and for the Executive Committee to be able to hold meetings by teleconferencing.
New Business- A slide show by Chip Whitesides was shown dedicated to those SAYRA sailors who are sailing, judging and running the races at the great regatta in the sky.
